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Rectorõs Letter 

St. Johnõs Parish, Moira - NEWSLINK  

Dear friend 
 

The Old has gone the New has come. The New Year has started; for many a 
New Year is a time for a fresh start, a time for change. We make resolutions to 
eat more healthily, to get more exercise, to lose weight, to stop smoking, to pray 
more regularly, to read the Bible more regularly, to........ Sometimes our New 
Year resolutions only last for a few days or a few weeks; and yet our resolutions 
indicate that we want our lives to be different, we want to change. 
 
The good news for us is that God also wants us to change. He doesn't want us 
to stay as we are; he longs to see our lives being changed progressively as we 
respond to his love and grace. Every breath we take is gift of his love; every moment 
of our lives is a gift of his grace. We are of such value to God that the Son of God 
came to live among us, so valuable to God that the Son of God died on the cross 
for us and was raised to life again. He offers forgiveness of sin and a restored 
relationship - a fresh start - to all who turn to him and trust in him. In that restored 
relationship, God is with us in the power of the power of the Holy Spirit, to help 
us live as sons and daughters of God, to help us grow and develop as Christians.  
 
Knowing Godôs forgiveness isnôt just a one-off experience, even after we have 
trusted in Jesus as our Saviour we often fail to live as he intends, we often falter 
in doing what he asks. Donôt let those things weigh you down, ask God to forgive 
you, continue to ask him to help you live as a faithful follower of Jesus. 
Remember there are no perfect Christians, with the Holy Spiritôs help we are in 
the process of becoming holy; we are in the process of becoming Christlike. 
Every journey begins with the first step, but we only progress on the journey as 
one step follows another.  
 
The Magi (Wise Men) who saw the Star in the East were convinced that 
something amazing had happened ï that a special baby had been born. They 
were so sure that they set out from their homeland and travelled to Jerusalem 
and then on to Bethlehem in search of the child. (Matthew 2:1-12) In many ways 
life would have been easier for them to look at the Star, to talk about the Star 
and to carry on with their lives as normal. If they had done that they wouldnôt 
have had to endure the challenges and difficulties of the journey, but if they 
hadnôt started on the journey, if they hadnôt continued on the journey, they would 
have missed seeing Jesus. They would have missed kneeling before him in 
wonder and in worship; they would have missed presenting their gifts of gold 
incense and myrrh. They would have missed being able to tell others about their 
journey, about how the Star guided them to the child and about the child himself. 
And of course if they hadnôt made the journey, we would never have heard of 
them, because they wouldnôt have come to worship or present their gifts.  



The Magi saw the Star and they responded. It may be that some of those who 
read this letter know about Jesus, know about his coming into the world, know 
about his life, death and resurrection, know about the forgiveness of sin and the 
fresh start which he offers to those who turn to him and trust in him, but havenôt 
done anything about it. Donôt miss out because we fail to respond to Jesus, 
because we fail to trust in him as our Saviour and follow him as our Lord.     
 
The Magi saw the Star and they responded; their journey began with the first step 
and they progressed on the journey as one step followed another - step by step, 
day after day. Our journey with Jesus begins with the first step of trusting in him, 
and after that first step come the steps of the journey, of walking with Jesus and 
living for Jesus.  
 
At times the journey is great, at other times it can be challenging and difficult; no 
matter what the journey is like at the moment keep walking with Jesus, step by step. 
Remember God doesnôt give up on us or abandon us when we falter or fail. Heôs 
there with us seeking to encourage us, to help us, to restore us and renew us.  
 
So in this New Year may we seek with the Holy Spiritôs help to become more like 
Jesus, to live our lives for him and his glory. May we know Jesus walking with us 
and may we seek to walk with him. May God guide us with his wisdom and his 
love, may we know his power and peace, his healing and hope and may we 
grow and develop as followers of Christ who seek to serve him and fulfil his will.

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Register of Vestry Members  
The Register of General Vestry Members will be reviewed at the meeting of the Select 
Vestry on 21st February 2012. Registration/Declaration Forms for those who wish to 
be included in the Register of Vestry members will be available on request from the 
Rector and Churchwardens for one calendar month before the date of the meeting.  
The Registration/Declaration Forms must be signed and completed by those who 
wish to apply to register for the first time or those who wish to be replaced on the 
register and submitted to the Incumbent (Rector) or the churchwardens before the 
Vestry Meeting on 21st February.  
 

Any person registered or claiming to be registered, either as a resident or accustomed 
member, must subscribe to Church/parish funds. The subscription may be paid 
through the parish financial system, either through regular giving or as a one-off 
donation. It must be contributed in such a manner that a receipt could be demanded 
for it. General Sunday cash collections are not recordable and therefore are not 
considered as qualifying subscriptions.   
 

At the Review Meeting in February, the Select Vestry will receive the Forms of 
Declaration. If there are no objections, the names of all qualified persons who have 
completed Forms of Declaration not more than one month before the date of the 
meeting shall be added to the Register. The names of those who are no longer 
qualified (that is those who have left the parish or have died, or those who no 
longer subscribe in the proper manner) will be removed from the Register. Where 
appropriate, those persons will be informed that their names have been removed. 
 

Please note:  

¶ Those who are already registered do not need to re-register 

¶ Those who are already registered but who no longer subscribe (contribute) to 
Church funds through the parish financial system, either through regular giving 
or as a one-off donation will be removed from the register, unless they subscribe 
to Parish Funds in the ôapprovedô manner prior to the Review Meeting.

All this work obviously gave some of them an appetite for dinner and following 
the amazing meal constructed by master chefs Colin and Michael, they were all 
ready to brave the cool evening air, yet again. This time, apart from the usual 
night activities, a night trail had been set up for each team to follow, unfortunately 
there must have been a few wild animals roaming the forest, because the first 
team arrived back OK, but some of the markers strangely were disturbed and 
even disappeared before the second team arrived? Very strange! However, all 
returned safely for hot chocolate and another quiz before a late retirement. 
 

We woke on Sunday morning to the sound of heavy rain, but by the time breakfast 
was over and a short time of Worship, it was clear enough to venture out again 
for yet another trip around the forest to complete a scavenger hunt. Lunch and a 
tidy-up, followed by a tiebreaker quiz, completed the camp, with 'La-Pedro's' 
team coming out on top as the weekend activity winners.  
 
Another successful weekend camp under our belts and once again I would like 
to convey our gratitude to those who supplied a fantastic variety of cakes and buns.
